Winter Park - The Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) is proposing a project to improve safety near the 
railroad crossing on U.S. 17/92, south of Orange Avenue, in Winter Park. The project calls for installing a raised, grass 
median in the area of the railroad crossing, north and south of the crossing.  
 
Since this has the potential to impact traffic flow, as well as access to-and-from businesses or homes, a public hearing is 
being held Thursday, August 10, 2017 at the Winter Park Civic Center, 1050 W. Morse Boulevard, Winter Park, FL. In 
addition, information will be available related to pavement marking improvements proposed for the railroad crossing on 
State Road (S.R.) 426, east of Pennsylvania Avenue, in Winter Park.
